											
iMED CONSENT

After opening CPRS and selecting your patient, click on Tools on the menu bar and select iMed Consent, which will bring you a screen to sign in to iMed. This screen will look like the CPRS sign in screen.
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If this box pops up, you probably have more than one session of CPRS open.
The easiest fix for this is to close out all sessions of CPRS and iMed and start over so that your patient’s CPRS chart will be synchronized with  iMed.



Choose the document that you wish, ex:  “Influenza Consent”, in the middle, and double click on “Flu Vaccine Information and Consent-Form for Signature” on the right.

When the consent form comes up, simply go through it step by step, making selections and filling in boxes where appropriate.  At the end of each screen, click  “Next” as long as it is available for a choice and then click ”Finish” at the last screen. You will know when you get to this point because the “Next” button will be grayed out.

After clicking “Finish”, you will be asked to put in your name as the one administering the vaccine for this particular consent form.  The forms vary, and it is impossible to explain them all in one hand-out.  However, in all instances, you will be presented with several options:

· Prior to a consent being signed, you can go back and edit any section that you see under “Edit Options”.
· You can print a copy for the patient before it is signed or after signing.
· If these are being prepared in advance of the patient coming in, you can “Hold for signature”.
· This will allow you to bring the consent back up when the patient is present and ready to sign by clicking on “Documents to Sign” and then clicking on the patient’s name, on the right.



· You can cancel the entire consent “only” before it is signed.

· To have the patient sign the document (Also provider & witness on other type consents.):
· Click on “Sign” using one (1) single left click (Double left clicking does not work appropriately for this option.  If a double left click is used, the PC will have to be rebooted before the consent can be signed.)



· Once signed you can “Save to Chart”.
· This option will be used probably the most-
· If you “Hold for Signature” and then go back later for signing or if you sign at the time you are filling in the form --- either way, remember to “Save to Chart” after signing.

· When Saving to Chart, click on “Finish” after the status bar below has gone from blue to white.

**NOTE THE FOLLOWING INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY**

BEFORE YOU ALLOW THE PATIENT TO LEAVE: 

· Look on the notes tab in CPRS to see if the iMed Consent note pulled there.  (This note will not be a complete copy of the consent – only part of it will pull to CPRS and the signatures will only show in VistA Imaging.

· Look in VistA Imaging to be sure that the consent form crossed into Imaging and stored there.

Printing of educational/informational documents for patients:
When an object, in the example below – “General Surgery”, is expanded, other categories may be selected:

· Drug Information
· Education 
· Patient Instructions
· Pictures and Diagrams.
· Tests and Admission

DRUG INFORMATION:   Double clicking on a drug will display an information sheet that can be printed.  Other available categories can be accessed and printed in the same manner.
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
