Compliance with Medication Management in the OR

All Medications Must Be Locked if CRNA/Resident/MDA not in the Operating Room

This includes:

During transport of patient to OR

Transport to PACU

All Down Time or Delays between Cases

Overnight

Labeling Medications

If patient leaving PACU with drip, must have patient label on the bag

Other Important Items:
· Propofol is discarded after 6 hours of puncturing bottle stopper or being placed in a syringe. If prepared by pharmacy, an expiration time will be present on the syringe.
· All syringes that are not manufacture prefilled or pharmacy premade, should be prepared fresh daily.

· The drug tray must be returned to Pyxis at the end of everyday—be sure to remove all open/used syringes.
· Dirty syringes should not be placed on the anesthesia cart at any time.
· Label medications for blocks, lock in the cart if not used immediately and discard any opened local anesthetic vials after use.  Do not store extra supplies of local anesthetics in the cart.
