PYXIS GUIDELINES AND NARCOTIC ESSENTIALS

OBTAINING CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES
Do not share your code or sign in for anyone else.
Any drugs dispensed under your sign in are your responsibility. If you are in a case and need more narcotics, you must ask to be relieved and sign them out from the Pyxis yourself, do not ask another provider to get them for you.    
Sign out controlled substances for one patient only, do not sign out all the drugs you will need for the day.  Most cases require 2 mg midazolam and 5cc fentanyl.  
Pay attention to the starting and ending counts when prompted to enter them by the Pyxis.
USING CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES IN THE OR
The anesthesia record should reflect all controlled substances given.  The total amount administered should agree with the amount dispensed for that patient or the amount used plus the amount wasted.  There are periodic audits in which the anesthesia record and Pyxis records are inspected. 
Keep all controlled substances under your direct control at all times.  Substances left in the OR between cases should be locked in the anesthesia cart, under no circumstances should they be left on the top of the cart.  You may carry controlled substances on your person when not in the room.
RETURNING CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES
AFTER EACH CASE, return any unused vials for that case and/or waste any opened substances.  If you draw up a clean syringe of a substance and do not use it, WASTE IT anyhow and properly document it.
 If you are relieved from a case and there are controlled substances that have not been given, take those drugs with you and return or waste the drugs after you leave the case.  The relieving provider should bring their own controlled substances to the case. 
Wasted substances must be witnessed by another provider.  Anesthesia Residents should not witness other residents' controlled substance waste, they should get an Attending, a CRNA or a PACU nurse to witness.  
All dispensing, returns and documentation of waste should be done with the Pyxis in the Anesthesia Work Room.  Do not use the Pyxis in the PACU.  
NEVER leave any controlled substances in the operating room at the end of the day, and NEVER return any substances with your anesthesia tray.  
If you inadvertently create a discrepancy, DO NOT IGNORE IT! A slip of paper will be generated by the machine with all the information to fix it.  Contact Andi Crabtree CRNA or Philip Tauton CRNA immediately and they will assist you.  This must be done by the end of the day.
