									



My Patient Needs a Bed Post-Op

Remember two essential steps…Post AND Post Correctly!

1. Post your case in VISTA and answer the following:
a. Hospital Admission Status: I (inpatient) or O (outpatient)
b. Requested Postoperative Care: SICU, Ward or ASF*
    * Stepdown is not an option at this VA*
c.  Ifa planned ward admission becomea an ICU admission, document the reason for required increased level of care (Sleep apnea, unstable BP, cardiac issues etc)
2. Please make sure your surgeries are posted correctly
****Bed Coordinators are available by phone ext. 5567 or 5571 or VA Pager  (200) from 6am to 6:00pm, please call if you have any questions****
3.  Unplanned admissions:
a. Notify the Bed Coordinators ASAP
b. Every attempt will be made to obtain a bed for your patient
c. Patients will be assigned beds based on bed availability
d. Document reason for admission in the immediate post-op note OR in the initial post-op progress note. “For observation” is not acceptable.  Be specific: pain control, bleeding, no transportation etc.

Bottom Line:  Any patient admission must  have supporting documentation for the admission whether that be pre-op or post-op.
